State Symbols of Russia

The state symbols of Russia are the Russian flag, the hymn of Russia and the coat of arms
(repb).

The State Russian flag is three-coloured. It has three horizontal stripes: white, blue and red.

The white stripe stands for the earth, the blue one stands for the sky, and the red one
stands for liberty.

The national emblem of Russia is the double-headed eagle. It is the most ancient symbol of
Russia. Originally, it was one of the symbols of the Byzantine Empire. It was introduced in

Russia in 1497 by Tsar Ivan Ill after he had married the niece of the last Byzantine Emperor,
Sophia.

The Russian coat of arms consists of the double-headed eagle which has the figure of a
horse rider who spears a viper upon its breast.

Another symbol of Russia is Spasskaya Tower, because the Kremlin clock is on it.
